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Dear Cape Haze Windward Property Owner:


The desire for the preservation and protection of the value of Cape Haze Windward property has led to the development of this manual of architectural standards and criteria. These standards and criteria are designed to maintain and enhance the appearance of Cape Haze Windward which, in turn, protects the property values and enhances the overall environment. They will be enforced by the Architectural Control Committee as provided for in the Declaration.


The Architectural Control Committee (ACC) has published this Manual and distributed it to all homeowners within Cape Haze Windward. These guidelines are meant to assist the homeowner in making his/her decision regarding any alteration, modification, or improvement to his/her home or lot. Most violations occur because homeowners are not aware of the architectural guidelines and the procedures that are required before making improvements.


The ACC has streamlined the review process to make it as painless as possible. It is hoped that the distribution of this manual will eliminate any architectural control violations. However, the day is likely to come when an unapproved fence, shed, etc. appears next to your home. The large majority of these problems can be easily resolved. In approaching your neighbor, be calm and moderate. Discuss the situation with your neighbor and if it cannot be resolved, turn it over to the ACC. If you do not wish to talk to your neighbor report the violation to the ACC and the ACC will contact the offending party. Your name will not be used in any correspondence or conversation with the offending party.


Avoiding architectural violations can be best accomplished by communication between homeowners and the ACC. Should you have a question or problem either with a modification you wish to make or with a neighbor's modification, the ACC is always available to provide you with any assistance you may require.
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INTRODUCTION TO THE 

ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL COMMITTEE

PURPOSE AND AUTHORITY

The Amended Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for CAPE HAZE WINDWARD PROPERTY OWNERS' ASSOCIATION, (Declaration) assures each owner that the quality design of Cape Haze Windward will be maintained in order to protect their property values. The Architectural Control Committee (ACC) is responsible for administering these Covenants.


The Architectural Control Committee (ACC) ensures compliance with the standards as authorized in Article III, Section 5 of the Declaration. 


All requests for modifications, alterations, or improvements to house or lot must be submitted to the ACC. Approval from ACC must be received before any modifications, alterations, or improvements are begun. (See Exhibit A for Application form).


The purpose of this manual is to inform homeowners of the guidelines and procedures to be followed.

LIABILITY AND LIMITATION OF RESPONSIBILITIES


The ACC approval is based only on the aesthetic features of the approved modification. The ACC assumes no liability nor makes any representation as to their expertise regarding either the structural integrity as shown on the submitted plans or on the ultimate construction of the approved modification.


The primary goal of the ACC is to review the application, plans, specifications, materials, and samples submitted, to determine if the proposed modifications conform in appearance and construction criteria with the standards and policies set forth by the ACC. The ACC does not assume responsibility for the following:

	1. The structural adequacy, capacity or safety features of the proposed improvement or structure.

2. Soil erosion, uncompactable or unstable soil conditions.

3. Compliance with any and all building codes, safety requirements, governmental laws, regulations, or ordinances.

4. Performance or quality of work of any contractor.

5. Quality or safety of any material used as a part of any approved modification.


ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL

COMMITTEE POLICIES

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE ACC

The ACC is empowered to perform the following services:

1. To establish architectural motifs, color and exterior architectural themes.

2. To establish architectural review criteria for the protection of property values and to provide the best possible safeguards for maintaining these property values.

3. To review all applications for compliance with architectural standards and criteria as set forth herein and with the Declaration.

4. To require high standards of architecture design and landscaping.
5. To require high standards for maintenance and safety of construction sites.

6. To monitor violations of approved architectural standards and criteria and take appropriate action.

7. To amend architectural standards and criteria as may be required from time to time.

8. To contact Applicants whose plans and specifications have been disapproved and to provide reasonable assistance and recommendations for adjustments to bring applications into compliance with criteria and covenants.

9. To maintain copies of applications, revisions, and architectural documents and related records for a minimum period of one year. (We recommend homeowner keep records and pass on to new owner.)
10. To inform members of the Association regarding activities of the ACC and changes in criteria as they may occur.

JURISDICTION OF THE ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL COMMITTEE


The ACC shall have jurisdiction over any alterations, modifications, or improvements to the exterior of the home as well as to improvements to the site.

This shall include, but not be limited to, the following areas:

1. Building / Patios / Courtyards

2. Signs / Mailboxes

3. Outside Lighting

4. Fences / Enclosures

5. Hedges / Other Landscaping

6. Exterior Walls

7. Walks / Driveways

8. Exterior Doors and Screens
9. Windows

10. Any other exterior structure or planting to be constructed, erected, removed, planted or maintained.

Permission or approval to repaint in accordance with an originally approved color scheme, or to rebuild in accordance with originally approved plans and specifications will be automatically granted by the ACC. However, all requests for alterations, modifications or improvements must still be submitted to the ACC prior to commencement.

MEETINGS


The ACC will meet as necessary to assure that all applications are reviewed within thirty (30) days of receipt. In addition, ACC shall meet at such other times as may be deemed necessary.

TIME LIMITATIONS


After approval by the ACC all improvements shall be completed within a reasonable time for completion as a condition of its approval.


If approval or disapproval of any plan is not received by applicant within thirty (30) days after written request is delivered to the Association then approval by the ACC shall be assumed granted. In no event may any alteration, modification or improvement by allowed to remain which violates any of the Covenants, Conditions or Restrictions contained in the Declaration, or which violates any zoning or building ordinance or regulation.

APPEAL PROCEDURES


Should a request for an architectural modification be denied by the ACC, the homeowner may request a hearing before the ACC to communicate their position.


The ACC will attempt to work with the homeowner to suggest alternative methods that will accomplish the homeowner's objectives and also meet with the ACC approval.


The ACC will render its decision within twenty-one (21) days after the appeal has been heard, (acts of nature may affect this time frame).
ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW PROCESS


The ACC reviews all requests within thirty days of certified or registered mail receipt and makes a determination as to whether to approve or disapprove the request.


If the request is approved you may proceed with the improvements provided you have obtained all necessary permits. Approval by the ACC only refers to approval of the aesthetics of the modification and how it relates to the surrounding area. No representation is made as to the structural integrity of the improvement.


If the request is disapproved by the ACC, the disapproval may take one of two forms.  If it is disapproved in total for whatever reason, the homeowner may appeal to the ACC. In this appeal, the homeowner explains his / her position and asks for the ACC to again review the application after hearing the arguments. If it is again disapproved, the disapproval is final and no further appeal will be accepted.


If the request for approval is disapproved due to certain aspects that can be changed by the homeowner, the recommended changes should be made and returned to the ACC for approval.  The homeowner always has the right to appeal his position to the ACC and ask that they reconsider their position.  If the ACC does not change their position, the homeowner can either modify his request to conform to the ACC and reapply or he/she may disregard the recommended changes in which case the request will be disapproved and that disapproval will be final


The Flow Chart on the following page is a graphic description of the review process.

HOW TO MAKE APPLICATION TO THE

ARCHITECTURAL REVIEW COMMITTEE


Applications for alterations, modifications, or improvements to house or lot may be obtained from the Windward Patio Association Managers office. Completed applications should be sent by certified mail or registered mail postage prepaid to: Windward Patio Association, PO Box 475, Placida, FL 33946, to the Architectural Control Committee or to the manager's office.


Two sets of the following information should accompany the request for review:


SITE PLAN:  A site plan is a diagram of your property showing the location of your home and the boundaries of the property. Proposed changes should be indicated including dimensions and distances from adjacent property and units.


MATERIALS AND COLOR:  Samples of the materials and colors to be used and a description of the approved existing colors and materials should be provided. In most cases, a statement that the proposed addition is to be painted to match the existing house would be sufficient.


DRAWINGS AND PHOTOGRAPHS:  A graphic description should be provided. A graphic description may be in the form of manufacturer's literature or photographs as well as freehand or mechanical drawings. The amount of detail should be consistent with the complexity of the proposal. Relationships of major architectural features such as existing and proposed roof lines, window sizes and alignment, building heights, roof slopes, etc., should be shown as they affect the applicant's house and, in the case of attached houses, as they relate to adjacent houses. In any case, the sketch or photograph should be accompanied by a written description.


THIRD PARTY COMMENTS:  Written comments from neighbors and other residents about proposed changes may be attached to the application. These comments will be considered during the review process. The ACC, however, still must make its decisions based on the standards set forth in the Declaration and as further described in this manual.


A copy of the application form can be found on page 18, Exhibit A.

 PROCEDURE FOR ARCHITECTURAL VIOLATIONS


This section deals with the procedures for handling architectural violations in Cape Haze Windward. Violations can occur in one of three ways:

1. Applications approved by the ACC but alteration, modification, or improvement not executed in accordance with the approved application.

2. Alteration, modification, or improvement made by the resident after disapproval by the ACC.

3. No application made to the ACC for alterations, modification, or improvement.

A potential violation may be identified by anyone. If a resident wishes to report a potential violation, he may do so with complete anonymity. Violations should be reported to the ACC at the Windward Patio Owners Association POA office. All reported violations must be in writing. (See Exhibit B for "Report of Violation" form).

After a potential violation is reported, the ACC checks the reported violation and determines whether an application for changes to the property in question has been made. 

Application Approved -- If an approved application is on file, the ACC visits the site and determines whether it has been executed in accordance with the approved application.  If construction has been properly executed, the case is closed. If the construction is not in conformance with the approved application, the resident is notified by letter from a member of the ACC to correct the deficiency or submit an amended application. This amended application is then processed by the ACC in the normal manner. If the amended application is approved, no further action is required and the case is closed. If the approval includes stipulations, than a follow-up by a member of the ACC is made to ascertain that final construction is properly executed.

Application Disapproved -- If the application was disapproved and the resident makes changes anyway, the resident is advised to correct the violation or meet with the ACC to determine what modifications must be made in order to receive ACC approval. If the resident refuses to comply, the Windward Patio Association Board of Directors, or any property owner may initiate legal action as violation of the Deed Restrictions and Declaration.

CHANGES BY PREVIOUS OWNERS


Residents who purchase property, which has been previously occupied, are often surprised and disturbed when they receive notice that some item on their property is in violation of the covenants because of an unapproved modification made by a previous owner. However, owners are responsible for any modification made by previous owners. Therefore, an application should be submitted and the ACC approval obtained. The ACC should be sensitive to this particular situation and willing to work with the residents to achieve a satisfactory and reasonable resolution.

ARCHITECTURAL STANDARDS AND CRITERIA
PATIO HOMES


Due to the close proximity of one residence to the other the continuity in the selection of colors, choice of materials and the quality of fixtures is deemed desirable to the overall appeal of the community.  Adherence to that uniformity is and shall continue to be a primary objective of these Architectural Review Standards.
· Houses shall contain a minimum of 1600 square feet of air conditioned/heated living space, with a maximum of 2200 square feet. (see Paragraph 16, Foundations / Structures for further information).

· Houses shall be centered on lot, providing uniform spacing between houses unless the lot is large enough to meet setback minimums.

1. 
EXTERIOR MATERIALS AND COLORS


Certain materials and finishes, and combinations thereof, are more appropriate than other.  Materials not listed, or new building materials as they are developed, or become available, will be given special consideration, provided their use harmonizes with the community.


Exterior artificial, simulated or imitation materials shall not be permitted without approval of the ACC.


The use of the following materials is appropriate:

a. Stucco: Pastel colors will be used. (four colors have been approved, the color chart is available at the management office).
b. Masonry: Brick or ceramic will not be used on the outside of the house.
c. Metals: Factory finished in durable anodized or baked-on enamel; wrought iron, copper or aluminum.
d. Wood: Finishes shall be painted or stained, but the application of glossy finishes such as high sheen enamels or varnish should be avoided.

e. All exterior surfaces, with the exception of hardware items, shall have non-reflective finishes.

f. All painted or stained surfaces shall be well maintained. Aluminum windows and doors are to be anodized or otherwise refinished in a permanent baked on acceptable color.

g. Bright colors (other than white) as the dominant color are prohibited. Exterior colors that, in the opinion of the ACC would be inharmonious, discordant and/or incongruous shall not be permitted.

h. Prior to any modification, each homeowner must submit to the ACC a color plan showing the proposed colors of any exterior modifications. All exterior color plans are subject to the final approval of the ACC. The ACC shall consider how the color scheme conforms to the overall plans of the Windward Patio community.

Note:
Change Implemented Without Application to the ACC --If an exterior change has been made without application, the management office notifies the owner of the violation and request that an application be submitted. A follow-up letter is sent if an application has not been received within two weeks. When an application is submitted, it is processed as a normal application. If the application is disapproved and the owner and the ACC committee cannot reach some agreement regarding the application, legal action may be pursued by the Windward Patio Property Owners' Association, the Board of Directors, or any property owner.

2.
ROOF STRUCTURES

a. Roof materials shall be either white clay grazed tile or white pre-colored concrete tile. (Tile labeled “Hanson” or White Smoke” will be used.) Other material may be submitted for review.
b. The color must be approved by the Patio Association Board of Directors before installation. 
3.
WINDOWS, DOORS, SCREENED PORCHES AND PATIOS


Exterior finishes including doors, windows, screening, louvers or trim shall not consist of any bright plated or bright finished materials. Screened enclosures may be permitted but ACC approval must be obtained prior to construction. All screening and screen enclosures shall be constructed of anodized aluminum with a baked on white color. Entry doors shall be white or the color of the house or trim and either 6-panel solid core or 15-lite French doors. 

a. Garage doors are to be white or same color as the house.
b. Garage door screens are permitted, with white aluminum frames / covers on roll-up or sliding panels.
c. Pool cage frames shall be white only. Screen shall be various shades of charcoal. No white screens.
4. SCREEN DOORS

Screen doors may be installed on the front entry door units. Door specifications must be submitted to the Association for approval.
5. 
EXTERIOR LIGHTING


Proposed exterior lighting must be detailed on plans submitted to the ACC for approval. The exterior lighting fixtures on one or each side of the garage door shall be white, bonze or black, a minimum of 16 inches tall and a maximum of 22 inches tall. Floodlights with motion sensors are permitted on rear of the house.
6. 
DRIVEWAYS / SIDEWALKS
a. Driveways will be poured concrete, (no molds of rock, or brick), and may be stained in a color approved by the ACC (approved color samples are at the management office). Paint will Not be approved due to peeling.
b. Sidewalks / landings may be poured concrete or pavers that match the color of the house or the trim.
7. 
AWNINGS AND SHUTTERS


Awnings are not permitted. Generally, nothing shall be affixed to the exterior of the residence that deviates substantially from the color, style or grade of fixtures as provided when the structures were original constructed. All shutters, including storm shutters, require approval of the ACC prior to installation. Hurricane shutters may be left on windows during hurricane season if they are aesthetically acceptable to the Association.
8. 
FENCES & WALLS


Fences or walls, other than those constructed by the Developer are generally not permitted but, if contemplated, must be approved by the ACC prior to installation.

9. 
AIR CONDITIONERS

Window or in-wall air conditioning units are not permitted. Only central air conditioners or heat-pump types will be approved. Air conditioners shall be placed to minimize noise and visibility.
10. 
TRASH CONTAINERS


Trash containers must be stored in the garage.

11. 
ANTENNAS AND FLAGPOLES

a. Exterior antennas other than the small satellite dishes (18 to 24 inches) shall not be permitted. Any new satellite antenna installation placement for high-definition television or internet, must be approved by the ACC.
b. Flagpoles shall be permitted only for the display of the American Flag. All flagpoles shall be subject to ACC approval. No flagpole shall be used as an antenna mount. Flagpoles must be no more than 2-1/2 " diameter or made of 1 piece thick walled anodized aluminum set in a 10" sleeve, 2 feet in ground, set in concrete. Location of flagpoles shall also be subject to ACC approval.

12. SIGNS

"For Sale", "For Rent" and other similar signs are restricted in size to dimensions not to exceed 12" x 18" inclusive and be posted no further than 10 feet from the residence. No riders on top or bottom are permitted, however, flyer information boxes are acceptable. No sign of any kind shall be displayed on any lot unless the sign has been approved, in writing, by the management office.
13. SWIMMING POOLS
Swimming pools shall be permitted on the street side of a residence only if screened from the street by an approved masonry wall, unless otherwise specifically approved by ACC. Pool equipment shall be placed to minimize the impact of noise and visibility and may be enclosed.
14. PLAYGROUND EQUIPMENT AND ACCESSORY STRUCTURES

Playground equipment is not permitted outside the home or lanai.

Permanent structures outside of privacy walls are generally not permitted. Any structure behind privacy walls must be approved by ACC and should not be visible from the street.

15. SOLAR COLLECTORS/CHIMNEYS-FLUES/ AND OTHER ROOF PENETRATIONS

a. Each request to the ACC for such an exterior change will be considered on its own merit because of differing styles of architecture and because of new developments in solar technology, which may result in new collector designs and size requirements.

b. The most acceptable installation, architecturally, is one that is installed at the same pitch as the roof and is rear or side facing.

16. FOUNDATIONS / STRUCTURES

In order to prevent severe elevation changes between lots, all house foundations shall be of stem-wall construction where load-bearing support for the structure is dependant on footings, piers, and exterior load bearing walls, which allow exterior yard grades adjacent to the house to be an average of 30" below the finished floor elevations. Garages, lanai and entry areas do not apply. Homes shall not be dependant on lot fill for additional horizontal support for the foundation. All platted single-family and patio lots require a minimum of 1600 square feet of enclosed living area, exclusive of garages, patios, porches or any other areas where the finished floor area does not meet minimum flood criteria. Residences within the platted single-family and patio areas are limited to single story height.

a. Gutters are required if new construction is next to an existing lower elevation home.

b. Swales between homes must be constructed to provide proper drainage away from both homes. Swales may be grass or rock with drain pipe or tile.
c. No external structures, fences, or dog pens will be allowed.

d. Mailboxes will be white, with house number on front panel of mailbox. No more than two (2) boxes will be attached to one post.
Note: The property owner is responsible to see that the builder does not extend their equipment beyond the property line of the new structure. They will keep the area clean of debris and empty dumpsters when level full to preclude debris from blowing from dumpster.

LANDSCAPE AND IRRIGATION CRITERIA

The following criteria apply to all homes in Windward Patio.

A. DESIGN GUIDELINES

It is the purpose of this section to establish certain requirements and regulations that shall insure a minimum standard for functional and aesthetic landscape treatment for Windward Patio homes. This proposed treatment of the landscape is composed of living and non-living elements which, properly and effectively combined, will greatly enhance the total man made and natural environments.


It is recognized that, among many benefits, the use of these landscape elements can most effectively provide shade and cooling, aid in channeling traffic, control and modulate views and at the same time contribute to air purification, oxygen regeneration, noise absorption, glare reduction, wind and heat abatement and increased water absorption into the soil due to the reduction of water run-off.


In summary, the landscape treatment will achieve two highly desirable attributes in community development: the implementation of a high level of community aesthetics and the preservation of the best characteristics of the natural environment.

B. ACCEPTABLE LANDSCAPE MATERIALS AND PRACTICES

1. Plant quality/size

Plant material used for landscaping in conformance with the provisions of this section shall equal or exceed the standards for Florida No. 1 as given in the latest edition of Grades and Standards for Nursery Plants, State of Florida, Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, Tallahassee. Standards for sizing a measurement of plant material shall also be in accordance with this document. The sizes for plant material given in this chapter shall be the minimum size at the time of installation.

2. Workmanship

a. All plant material shall be installed in accordance with the standards as established by the American Association of Nurserymen and Florida Department of Agriculture, Division of Forestry. All plant materials must be warranted for a minimum of ninety (90) days if provided and planted by a nursery.

b. Replacement of any dead material must be accomplished within thirty (30) days of notification by the ACC.

3. Prohibited plants and materials

c. The planting of the following is prohibited:

1 Australian Pine (Casuarinas spp.)

2 Brazilian Pepper (Schinus terebinthifoloius)

3 Punk Tree (Melaleuca spp.)

4 Downy Rose Myrtle (Rhodomyrtus tomentosus)

5 Strangher Fig (Ficus aurea)

i. Synthetic plant material - No synthetic or artificial plant material in the form of trees, shrubs, vines, groundcovers or lawns shall be used toward fulfilling the minimum landscape requirements of this section.

j. Inorganic materials - Use of indigenous inorganic materials (ie. Rocks, gravel) to function as groundcover or paving substitutes shall be allowed only with ACC approval and shall be used only when governed by a strong design concept or in areas where organic material will present maintenance or logistics problems. No large rocks will be allowed to be used as borders. However, a single, large rock may be used for decorative purposes.

4. Recommended plant material / palette:


The plants listed hereafter as recommended are for your use as a guide. Instead of restricting which plants a homeowner can or cannot plant, the ACC wishes to make the following statement:

Any plant, flower or tree that cannot or is not maintained in a healthy, attractive condition, must be removed or replaced within thirty (30) days of notification from the ACC. If plant material is removed and leaves an obvious vacancy in the landscape, then a suitable replacement must be made.
5. Fruit Trees

All fruit trees must be located in the rear of the home. The rear of the home is defined as any part of the property behind a line determined by the rear corners of the home running parallel to the street

The exceptions to this rule are:

d. Catlley Guava (Psidium littorale)

e. Loquat (Eriobotrya japonica) Fruit Trees

6. Tree Placement

No trees may be placed in a position that upon reaching mature size will in any way block or obscure the view of a golf course or waterway from adjacent homes or impact your neighbor’s home.

An exception to this rule may occur when the county tree ordinance minimum specifications are being satisfied and rear placement of the required trees is the most logical location either for an aesthetic or size consideration.

7. Maximum Percentage of non-turf area permitted

a. Front right -of-way bordering street must be sodded

b. All bed lines (non-turf areas / borders) must be kept a minimum of 30" from side property lines.

c. Maximum allowable non-turf area in front of home is 30% of the total area that could be sodded. This does not include the right-of-way area adjacent to the street.

d. There is no restriction for the rear of the house except as stated in "B" above.

e. All non-turf areas must be finished off with a decorative mulch. The term mulch includes but is not limited to: wooden mulches, pine needles, stone, river gravel, and shell as approved by the ACC.
8. Irrigation 

The Deed Restrictions provide that the homeowner is required to maintain the exterior of the residence consistent with the standards of the community. Irrigation is provided by the Association by means of an effluent distribution system operated in conjunction with the utility company. All private wells are prohibited.

a. Sprinkler heads shall be Toro Model 570, 6-inch pop-up type with Toro nozzles or similar models of equal quality if approved by the Association. No rotating heads.

b. Sprinkler heads shall be placed far enough from the edge of the street or driveway to avoid damage but allow for sufficient turf irrigation.
9. Lawns
a. The Patio Association will pay to treat new sod once with bug & weed chemicals.

b. The Patio Association will provide extra watering cycles for the new laid sod.

c. Turf-grass shall be Floritam

d. The builder will repair or replace any “marked” irrigation components damaged during lot preparation.

e. The builder will provide a landscaping plan to the ACC with each new construction project 30 days prior to planting.

Note: The builder will provide a check for $210.00 payable to the Windward Patio Association ($150.00 for water and $60.00 for chemicals) for b. and c. above.
