SPECIAL BOARD OF DIRECTORS’ MEETING
OCTOBER 7, 2009
A special Board of Directors’ meeting was held Wednesday, October 7, 2009 in the Management office at 3899 Cape Haze Drive, Rotonda West, Florida.  The meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m. Directors present were Jerry Haley, Carlo de Rosa, Bruce Hack (by speaker phone), Helmut Krenz, Linda Rundio and Robyn Trent.  Director Stan Kondziolka was excused.  Also in attendance were Association Managers John Brandenberger and Brenda Himmelhaver. 
Notice of the meeting was waived.  A quorum of the Board was present so the meeting could proceed. 
The purpose of the meeting was to review the response from the attorney regarding the proposed ground level solar panel installation at 525 Coral Creek Drive.

Considerable discussion followed.  The Board’s concern was to make sure the installation was well landscaped so it would not be visible from Coral Creek Drive.

It appears the Association will allow the installation but the Board will move forward with establishing guidelines on how future solar installations are dealt with.  

Cape Haze Drive Bridge: Discussion was suspended to hear from Kris Cella whose firm is handling public relations for the Cape Haze Drive bridge project for the DOT.  She advised a public information meeting will likely be scheduled at the American Legion to answer questions about the project.  Property owners will get a notice two to three weeks prior to the meeting.  The project is on track to begin in November and has a 150 day construction time limit.  
Discussion resumed on establishing solar panel installation guidelines that would include, but not be limited to, landscaping, elevations, neighbor input, roof installations, application submissions and an on-site visit requirement.
On MOTION by Jerry Haley and second by Robyn Trent, the Board agreed unanimously to approve the solar panel installation at 525 Coral Creek Drive subject to making sure the panels are hidden from view from Coral Creek Drive and an elevation drawing is provided to complete the file.
Residential Modification Requests:  Two requests for modification were submitted for review and approval:


1.  4628 Arlington Drive:  The landscaping plan submitted contemplates using four bronze                             statues, two in front and two in back.  Considerable discussion followed.  The Board agreed                      guidelines should be established to limit the number and height of any future statue                                    installations in the subdivision as well as making sure the statues are aesthetically                                      incorporated into the landscaping design.  This landscaping plan in no way sets a precedent                       for future approvals.  On MOTION by Helmut Krenz and second by Linda Rundio, the Board                   agreed unanimously to approve this application with the limitation to two statues in the front                     yard and two statues in the back yard, the statues must not exceed five (5) feet in height in the                   front yard, and all statues must be incorporated aesthetically into the landscaping design.
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2.  4646 Arlington Drive:  Requested permission to repaint.  Color chips were provided.  On                          MOTION by Linda Rundio and second by Robyn Trent, the Board agreed unanimously to                        approve the request for repainting.

10 Amberjack Place:  The lawn at this location is supposedly a certified Florida lawn; however, John Brandenberger provided pictures of what a certified Florida lawn is supposed to look like and this lawn does not look like a Florida certified lawn because it is full of weeds and is not maintained.  The owner also has a beehive on the property and the bees have migrated to a neighboring property, which has become a nuisance.  Mr. Brandenberger informed the Board he will pursue these two conditions as deed restriction violations.
Nominating Committee:  The Board will serve as the Nominating Committee.  There will be three vacancies on the Board this year.  New candidates will be sought to serve.  If any member in good standing would be interested in serving on the Board, please contact the Management office at 941-697-9722.
