MINUTES

On MOTION by Bruce Hack and second by Linda Rundio, the Board agreed unanimously to approve the Minutes of the October 20, 2009 meeting as submitted.

COMMITTEE REPORTS
ACC:  No new applications have been received for review.  The house under construction on Arlington Drive has stalled at the County level building department.

RMC:   The following requests for modification were submitted for review:


1.  10 Arlington Drive:  Repaint exterior of house.  Color samples were provided.  Approval was                   granted by letter October 23.  


2.  11Leeward Drive:  Request to repaint exterior of home the same color.

3.  4628 Arlington Drive:  Request to repaint house.  Color samples were provided.  
The owner at 525 Coral Creek Drive still needs to add plants to buffer his solar panels for his water heater.  He also needs to plant more trees on the corner to shield the solar panels.

On MOTION by Linda Rundio and second by Bruce Hack, the Board agreed unanimously to ratify the modification requests as submitted.  Before any changes can be made to the exterior of a home or to the landscaping, an application must be submitted to the Association for approval.
Deed Restrictions:  John Brandenberger reviewed the deed restriction violations and the action taken.   It was suggested sending an outline of major deed restrictions to all owners as a reminder.  Discussion followed.  It was agreed an outline of the major deed restrictions would be mailed along with the directory in February.    
Welcome:  Sheila Smaltz and Michele Lyman are heading up the Welcome Committee.  Judy Calderone and Linda Rundio will take over during the summer months.

TREASURER’S REPORT
Brenda Himmelhaver reported the Trial Balance, checkbook and bank statement reconcile.

Cape Haze Drive Bridge:  John Brandenberger reported work on the new bridge starts in December.  Crews will relocate underground utilities on both sides of the Cape Haze Drive bridge and will work 7 a.m. to 6 p.m., Monday through Friday.  The job is estimated for completion in April 2010.  While the bridge is closed, traffic will use Rotonda Boulevard West (from Placida Road) and Boundary Boulevard to access Windward.  It is important for this bridge replacement now because the project was already on the books and available for stimulus money.  There will be a public information meeting November 19, 2009 from 4:30 p.m. to 6 p.m. at the American Legion Post No. 113, 3426 Indiana Road, Rotonda West.
